PRACTICAL NOTES

SUBSEQUENTLY to the success which many
experiments with process work on the offset
rotary machine have achieved, says Mr. C. Harrap,
in the Primter's Repister, a lively imterest has been taken by
process workers in the possibilities of this method of printing.
The examples of photo-mechanical work which have been printed
by the offset method have gradually spread throngh the land, and
have clearly demonstrated that it is no longer necessary to rely
upon the letterpress machine for printing photographic reprodactions
of subjects. The samples of fashion plates, catalogue illustrations,
machines, pictures, &c,, which have been issued in various forms, or
have appeared in well-known papers, tend to show that such subjects
can be produced [rom the plansgraphic surface as well as from the
relief. Tt may be considered that this mode of production has a
style of its own—a style which is pleasant and soft, yet not lmcking
in the necessary detail. It presenis a picture in an aspect oot
hitherto attempted, and only comparable to the fime productions of
collotype and photogravure methods, It was shown in the early
production (1908) from offset machines that tranzfers from relief
blocks could be taken, fitted into positions in engraved surroundings
along with tvpe and other matter, and the whole of it printed
effectively from the planographic gurface. A recent production:
viz., the entire cover inside and out of the National Lithographer,
adds further evidence of the adaptability of the process. Among
the works produced may be cited excellent transfers from collotype
plates, others from photogravure plates, photographic reproductions
from grained stone work, and the adaptation of a photochrome

process to offset printing,

During all this period of experiment and successful results in
monotone work, many there are who have entered the feld of
research in colour printing—three-colour printing especially. Of
these early efforts too much cannot be said in appreciation and
enconragement of the beautiful work produced. It has not been
that the three-colour process is virtually impossible from the “ flat "
surface, but rather that both the photographic manipulation and the
ccheme of colour have had to be readjusted to suit the method.

Letters, from typewriter type, are China silk and a can of
glue., When the forme 15 placed on the platen, =et
the grippers within an inch of it, then cut a pece of silk an inch wider
than the forme and at least three inches longer. Place a sheet of
paper on the bed and draw the grippers down on 0 it and cover the
upper side of them with glue. Lt the grippars go up and place a
clean sheet of paper on the bed. Lay the silk on the paper in such
a manner that it will cover the forme and extend out each side of
the grippers. Haold the grippers firmly down on the bed and draw
the silk over them tightly. Let the glue dry about twenty m intes,
and then trim off the loose ends of the silk. Now set the pins and
proceed in the swme manneras forany job. It will require nearly a
hundred impressions to bring the ink through the sillk. On a long
run, should the ink accumulate on the silk to such an extent that a
clear impression cannot be obtained (which it will do after two
thousand impressions) it can easily be washed out with gasoline,
To do this place a sheet of the stock in position and draw the
grippers down on to 1t talke a cloth wet with gasoline and wash off
the ink. Let the gasoline evaporate, then proceed.—British Printer,
