Confidence during the past few years has been the acknow-
in Buying ledgment of the buyer of manufactured products

and Selling. and special service that the seller is deserving
of a profit.  While it has always been understond that the seller
is entitled to a profit, il he can get one, the tacit belief of the
shrewd buyer in many cases has been that he could get a price
which would not leave much margin for profit.

'his has been true in the printing business as well as others.
The wisest purchasing agent is he who thinks that he has forced
the printer to shave his price a little closer rhan usual in order
to capture his business. As indicated, however, the recognition
of the right of the man in every line of business to secure & proft
commensurate with his capital investment and technical skill has
been [ollowed by a willingness on the part of the later to come
out info the open on this proposition,

This happens, for example, in the use of the percentage
system, which is growing n pr,;;_nﬂurﬂ}' n a good oany Lections
of the country. When this plan is used, the printer contracts to
deliver worle to the consumer at cost plus whatever percentage
of profit is agreed opon. The plan has worked satisfactorily,
and in fact a good many large printers are enthusiastic over 1
and yre extending it wherever practicable

The vse of such a system, of course, involves the development
of mutual confidence. Likewise it enables the buyer o select the
printer in whose worke he has the most confidence.  The reputa-
ton of the house [or lurning out high grade printed goods is
the chief consideration invalved in his sclection instead ol merely
the !il,llr!j'llii'ril made o g cerlanm :.pf—f.‘]l_lz‘d jl.'}h.

Ihic is, of course, a point in favour of the good printer, sinee
it ennhles him to capitalize his prestige and the satsfaction of
his customers in & concret, tangible way,

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of course, that he makes a profil. Every item which goes into
the production of the work can be figured, and the profit goes
on after all cost has been talken care of, Contrasted with the plan
of estimating, which, while generally satisfactore, involves a
good many udknown gquantities and sometimes leads to disaster
when the work is actually put through the job, this is an ideal con-
ditiemn.

On the other hand, the buyver is certam to pay only what the
work is worth, since he gets it at cost plus a reasonable and
legitimate profit, the amount of which he kovws in advance. [t
sometimes happens that an error in estimating is made on the
side of the printer, and an overcharge made which would only
be caught if bids were had from several printers. The buyer
who favours a certain house and gets but one estimate, entrust-
ing his work to that house after a preliminary statement of the
cost, 15 thus lorced 1o pay more than a fair profit for the work.

When a mistake is made in estimating, and when it is dis-
covered after work is begun that o loss is practically certain,
there is @ temptation to hold down costs at every step, and, il
oot actually to shight the work, to reduce every possible item of
cost so as to keep the certain loss 1o as small proportions as
possible.  When this h:m{r:'ne the buver suffers, for there are
a lot of things which can®t be written inte the spocifications, and
it is on these that the printer is likelv o skimp. But the fact
that most printers stick to their puns and turn out the work jusi
as it is wantied, cven though they know in advance that they are
going to lose on It, s attested by the small number of million-
aires who are in the printing trade.

Another marked advantage of the plan 15 1n the saving of nme.
When a hurry-up job is to be handled, all that s necessary is for
the amount of the pereentage to be agreed upon,

Considerable discussion, says the Sales and Wants Adveriiser,
has taken place in Scottish educational eircles over the blunder in
the higher French paper of the leaving certificate examination
throughout Scotland which was recently discovered.
