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THE CONTROL OF CELLULOID.

ANY printers, especially at the present season of the year,

will be affected by the recent regulations issued in respect

ta the storage and handling of cellulpid. On August 8th o

Parliamentary Act was passed, to be known as the Defence of
the Realm Act, 1914, empowering His Majesty in Council toissue regula-
tionsduring the continuance of thewar, for, inter aliz preserving the public
safety. The scope of the Act was enlarged on August 28th, and Statutery
Rules and Orders have been madeunderits provisions from time to time.
The Privy Council may, by such Regulations, authorise a trial by Court-
Martial and punishment of persons contravening any of the provisions
of such Regulations. On October 14th the Privy Council passed under
this Act, Regulstions in respect to celluloid, which distinctly state that
nd person within the Administrative County of London shall have in
his possession, or on premises in his occupation, a larger amount of
celluloid than r1zlbs, in weight, urless he has obmined the prescribed
permit from the Chief Commissioner of Police. The penalty for con-
travention is that any police constable or other person authorised by
the Chief Officer of Police, may enter, if need he by force, any premises
in which ke has cause to believe a largeramount than the above is stored,
and remove and destroy such film as is found on the premises. The
requirements may be summarised as follows :

(1) No alien enemy must enter any premises, and no unauthor-
ised person must have sccess to any room in which cellu-
loid is manufactured, kepe or stored.

(2) Stocks must be kept in fre-resisting receptacles, or in a
separate chamber constructed of fire-resisting materals,

(3) The fittings of the store must be of uninflammahle and fire-
resisting material, and there must be no fire-place.

(4) No fire or flame or substance linble to ignite celluloid, and
no electric or other appliance likely to produce an exposed
spark, will be allowed in the store,

{5} Waste celluloid must not accumulate on the floor, and
sdequate means of extinguishing fire must be provided.

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ews in Brief

WRITER in the Sunderland Echo stares that British printers

have an opportunity of capturing markets of the value of 5}

millions steding from which Germany is at present barred.

In this connection it is interesting to hear that the Federation
of Master Printers has appointed a Committee to deal especially with
German and Austrian printing. Commercial houses in this country
who have hitherto been in the habit of obtaining their printed matter
from alien enemies are requested to send, in the serictest confidence,
particulars of their requirements to the Committee, so that such houses
may be placed in direct touch with home printers who are able and
willing to do the work.

Apropos of the above mnnouncement, it will no doubt interest the
trade to hear that a bulletin has been issued by the Commercial Tntelli-
gence Branch of the Board of Trade. The report states : * In view of
the magnitude of the German exports of printing, etc., it is evident
that valuable openings for the sale of the products of the British color-
printing industry must exist in many of the markets hitherto supplied by
Germany." No doubt if this work can be undertaken, especially with the
assistance of the Government, it will mean a tremendous increase in
the weekly wage sheets of home printers. It is estimated that even in
the home marker, we purchase color-printing from Germany and
Austriz to the extent of close upon three millions sterling annually.

According to a writer in the Nor¢h Mail, there are immense diffi-
culties in getting a copy of an English newspaper into Brussels. It was
stated that the last copy of The Times to arrive, by a mysterious channel,
wae sold for £5, and was four days old.

We understand that no large book has been published in Germany
sifice the eutbreak of war. One can hardly realise what this means to
the commerdal industry of the country, when one considers that the
average output in the past has been 50,000 new publications annually.

The will of Mr. W. G. Nash, of the 5t. Paul's Cray Paper Mills,
shews an estate valued at f115,910; that of Mr. H. Clarke, formerly
comnected with Messrs. Mander Bros., printing ink makers, Wolver-
hampton, at £44.813; and that of Mr. J. H. Billing, printer, Guildford,

On August 5th u Proclamation was issued in respect to the pro-
hibition of commercial intercourse with alien enemies. A week later
this prohibition was extended to include the Dual Monarchy of Austria-
Hungary, as well as Germany. On August 22nd an official announcement
was issued by the Treasury, giving an explanation of the doubts that
had arisen as to the meaning and application of the Proclamation, and
on September gth a third Proclamation was issued which revoked the
previous ones. Further prohibitions were issued on September joth
and October 26th, and on October Bth one of the paragraphs was re-
voked and another heading substituted therefor, On September 18th
a Bill was passed in Parliament to make provision with respect to
penalties for trading with the enemy, so that the Proclamation issued
on September gth, and the Act passed on September 18th, are now in
force. Having regard to the fact that indirect offers through neutral
countries are being made to British printers of various commodities
required in the printing trade, which would undoubtedly benefit German

transmission, to or from an enemy country, or an enemy,
nor directly or indirectly to trade in or carry any goods,
wares or merchandise destimed for or coming from an
ENEMmY country or an Cnemy.

{#) Not to enter inte any commereial, financial or other contract
or obligation with or for the benefit of an enemy.

Miss Squire, the lady inspector under the Factory and Workshops
Act, states that in 1gi1 there were 24,658 women employed in the
printing and allied trades, the bulk of this number being engaged on
folding, collating, sewing and binding,

Reports that are beginning to come to hand go to prove that business
matters generally are settling down in the United States to a common-
sense basis after the semi-panic state which appeared to be prevalent
during the earlier weeks of the war. As an instance, American paper
mills are installing additional machinery with the object of doubling
their output, which will no doubt form a practical method of stultfying
German competition in the future.

We understand that very heavy calls have been made on the funds
of the Printers’ Provident Association since the outbreak of war, but
it 18 satisfactory to be able to report that the Association has heen ahle
tp meet all claims without having to touch the invested funds. In
addition, situations have been found for a large number of members
to fill the vacancies caused by members of the craft joining the forces.

According to a writer in the Birmingham Post, the very fact that
Antwerp was not a university town, and yet was a city that loved calture
and intellectual pursnits, made it all the more ready and eager to en-
courage and propagate knowledge. Hence it was that Antwerp is stated
to have attracted the first printer in Belgium, Van der Groes.

HE story of printing is always interesting to these who are

printers and like their jobs. The man who likes his job and

gets enjoyment out of his work is not satisfied with knowledge

of present-day things, but wants to know of the early days
when the industry was new and interest was fresh. The Linotype Bulletin,
in its August pumber, contained the first of a series of illustrations,
telling the story of printing types, The October number of the same
publication contains the sccond picture in the series. The first instalment
of the story as told by Horace Townsend, relates how Chaldeans and
Assyrians cut characters into rocks and impressed the language into
soft clay by means of cuneiform punches, the world"s first type. The
third article reads as follows :

* Printing was not entirely dependent upon the invention of movable
types, though so necessary were these latter to the full development of
the printing art, that we are wont to considler the one as absolutely
necessary to the other.

“ But thete were printers before there were types, Indeed, so well
recognized was the trade that it is fairly constantly referred to in the
town registers and other official records of the 14th and 15th centuries,

 Books of devotion and playing cards were the oddly assorted staples
on which these fifteenth.century printers exercised their skill, their
customers seerning to have been confined entirely to the poorer, or at
least the middle, classes. The nobility and superior clergy evidently
held in contempt these economical substitutes for the beautifully written
and richly illuminated manuscripts which were the treasured posses-
sions of those wealthy enough to indulge in their purchase.

“ At first these pioneers of wood-cutting confined themselves to the
production of rude pictures—" prents " Chaucer calls them—mainly
of a religious character. But as these began to find their way into the
possession of the common people, the necessity of some explanatory
text became necessary,

“The method of printing employed was simplicity itself. The block,
after the picture or the text, or a combination of the two, had been cut
upon it in relief by the block-cutter, was brushed over with a thin solu-
tion of water, sizing and color, the latter usually being of a light-brown
hue. Upon the block thus prepared was laid a sheet of dampened paper,
the back of which was carefully rubbed with a bone or hardwood
burnisher called a frotten. By careful manipulation in this fashion, the
raised lines of the cut transferred their coloured impressions to the paper.

* So simple, indeed, was this printing process, that any neat-handed
man could print for himself, after a fashion ; and we find even the
wealthier people and the religious orders owning blocks from which
they would print sets of sheets, either to sell or to give away.”

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What Others
are Doing'-:-

HE half—}aear‘i}' report of the Scottish Cﬂ-nperﬂrivc Wholezale
Society shews a net profit of [z 162, with stock valued at
L1o,270. The total armount of work turned out was £19,221,
an increase of I3 per cent, on the :nrrmpundiug pcriud of

last wear.

We learn from official sources that during the year, 12,782 work-
people, employed in the printing and allied trades, received in their
wages an increase of £1,00g per week.

The new One Pound notes, which were printed by Messrs. De La
Rue & Co., Ltd., are a distinet advance on the first issue, both as regards
size, design and the wording, to say nothing of the superior paper
which is in every way equal to a bank note. It possesses a water-mark,
which it will be most difficult to forge, and the paper is crsp, and gives
one a more favourable impression of our currency than existed with
the first notes issued by the Treasury.

The Hon. Harry Lawson, M.P,, opened the new premises of the
Press Club at St. Bride’s House, Salisbury Square, E.C., on the 1gth
ult. Membership is confined to bona-fide journalists, and the subscrip-
tion is moderate, although the new premises are perfectly equipped in
the most modern and approved way.

We understand from the Safes and Wants Advertizer that the rules
governing the operation of composing machines, when worked by male
labour, have been finally agreed two by the Edinburgh Master Printers
Association and thelFAinburgh. Typographical Association. They are
as follows :

1. The term " composing] machines " in these rules is defined as
including the Typograph, Linotype, and similar machines ; and the
keyboard of the Monotype or similar machines.

2. Howrs. The working week shall consist of 50 hours for day work
and 48 hours for night work.

3. Wages. The standard minimum wage for journeymen shall not
be less than 38s. 6d. per week for day work, and night work shall be
paid at an advance of 20 per cent. on day rate.

4. Owertime. Overtime shall be paid at the workers' wages plus

day’s work.

5. Notice on Leaving Composing Machines. A fortnight’s notice
shall be given before a journeyman machine operator is permanently
transferred from machine to case or floor.

6. Operators. Apprentices may be employed as operators when
they have completed four years at the trade. The hand and machine
composing departments to be considered as one for the purpose of
reckoning the total number of apprentices. The ratio of apprentices
on composing machines to be one to one journeyman, two to three
journeymen, and not more than one to every three journeymen there-
after,

=. Tuition Period. Three monthe to be reckoned as the tuition
perod, during which the caze hand minimum rate shall be paid to
learners.

8. Operators temporanly transferred to case or floor to retain their
machine rate of wages.

There are twenty paper mills in Japan, with a capital of over three
millions sterling, controlled by the Association of Japanese Paper Mills.
In addition, there are ten outside mills, and one Government mill.

The report has been going the round of the trade papers that there
is likely to be a shortage of coloured inks owing to the cessation of
supplies of aniline dves from Germany. A company, backed by the
Government, has been inaugurated in the North to manufacture the
dyes, not formerly manufactured in this ¢ountry, and this will, no doubt,
prevent the threatened shortage.
